4) The Right to a God-Centered Education:  Ephesians 6:4:  And you, fathers, do not provoke your children to wrath, but ring them up in the training and ad-
monition of the Lord. 

5) The Abrahamic Covenant:  Genesis 2:1-3:  Now the Lord had aid to Abram:  ―get out of your country, from yo9ur family and from your father’s house, to a 
land that I will show you.  I will make you a great nation.  I will bless you and make your name great and you shall be a blessing.  I will bless you and I will curse 
him who curses you, and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.‖ 

6) Common Decency:  Mathew: 22.39:  You shall love your neighbor as yourself.‖ 

7) Our Personal Accountability to God:  Hebrews 9:27:  And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgement.1 

GEORGE WASHINGTON, A dedicated Christian, from a long lineage of godliness, raised in a Christian home.  On April 21-23, 1891, there was sold at auction in Philadelphia a remarkable collection of the personal 
possessions of Washington, which had been n the hands of his heirs for several generations.  Among them was found a little manuscript book.  This precious gem contained 24 pages of prayers that were carefully written n 
Washington’s own hand when he was about 20 years of age.

“His  integrity was most pure, his justice the most inflexible I have ever known.  No motives….of friendship or hatred being able to bias his decision.  He was, indeed, in every sense of the word, a wise, a good and a great man.  It may truly be said 
that never did nature and fortune combine more perfectly to make a man great, and to place him in the same constellation with whatever worthies have merited from man an everlasting remembrance.‖  Thomas Jefferson 

―He  was….possessed of power, possessed of an extensive influence but he never used it but for the benefit of his country….If we look through the whole tenor of his life, history will not produce to us a parallel.‖  Abigail Adams 

THOMAS JEFFERSON, born into an Anglican family in Virginia, he attended church regularly all of his life and was an active member of the Anglican Church.  He also attended Presbyterian, Methodist, and Baptist 
churches and was particularly thrilled when all four of those denominations held services in the courthouse.  He followed the orthodoxy of the Anglican faith all of his life, went to a Christian school, and as taught by 
Christian pastors.    As an adult he served on the vestry of the Anglican Church, which means he was the equivalent of an elder in the Presbyterian Church.  It was Jefferson’s view during his whole public life that the 
government should not interfere with religion.   Jefferson official actions included supporting government involvement in: 

*Legislative and military chaplaincies;      *Establishing a national seal using a religious symbol; 

*Including the word ―God‖ in our national motto;   *Official Days of Fasting and Prayer—at the state level; 

*Punishing Sabbath breakers;     *Punishing marriages contrary to biblical law; 

*Punishing irreverent soldiers;     *Protecting the property of churches; 

*Requiring oaths saying ―So Help Me God.‖ taken on the bible:  *Granting land to Christian churches to reach the Indians; 

*Granting land to Christian schools;    * Allowing Government property and facilities to be used for worship;2 

The separation of Church and State has never been in the Constitution, nor is it now a part of the Constitution of the United States.  It is a myth that has been imported into our Constitution by those who either do not 
understand it or who wish to destroy it.  The modern ―wall of separation‖ is a total distortion that has been used by the ACLU and others to try to suppress and demolish Christianity, to remove it altogether from the 
public square (except for the political/religious system of Islam).

Job losses from Great Recession about to get 
worse 

WASHINGTON – Job losses during the Great Recession have been 
huge and they're about to get bigger. 

 

When the Labor Department releases the January unemployment 
report Friday, it will also update its estimate of jobs lost in the year 
that ended in March 2009. The number is expected to rise by 
roughly 800,000, raising the number of jobs shed during the reces-
sion to around 8 million. 

 

The new data will help illustrate the scope of the jobs crisis. Analysts 
think the economy might generate 1 million to 2 million jobs this 
year. And they say it will take at least three to four years for the job 
market to return to anything like normal. 

 

"It's going to take a long time to dig out of this hole," said Julia Coro-
nado, senior U.S. economist at BNP Paribas. 

 

Wall Street economists expect the January report will show a tiny 
increase of 5,000 jobs. That would be only the second monthly gain 
since the recession began. But it probably wouldn't be enough to 
hold down the unemployment rate, which is forecast to rise to 10.1 
percent. That would match October's 26-year high. And it would be 
the fourth-straight month of double-digit joblessness.

England's "Telegraph" newspaper just published a scathing indictment of the 'global warming' scam.  Hundreds of millions of pounds in Brit-
ish taxpayer's money has been and is being poured into it - and no one knows who got it or how much.

He gets funding 
from all over the world, but his biggest source of revenue is England - specifically two British ministries, Defra ("Department for Environment, 
Food and Rural Affairs") and DfID ("Department for International Development").  Those two are paying Dr. Pachauri big bucks.   
 
To begin with, in 2007 Defra poured £1,436,000 into Dr. Pachauri's greedy hands to study the 'catastrophe' of the Himalayan glaciers all melt-
ing by 2035.  Except - the glaciers weren't melting.  Who knew that?  Well, DfID did.  Six years earlier, it spent £315,277 to find out the gla-
ciers were doing just fine.  Nonetheless, Dr. Pachauri issued his IPCC report in 2007 stating that, yes siree, those glaciers were melting before 
our very eyes. 
 
By that time, however, Dr. Pachauri was beginning to realize that the climate-skeptics of the Net were set to expose the whole charade.  Of 
course, Dr. Pachauri still had the media and governments buying into the whole 'global warming' hysteria, what with Gore gett ing the Nobel 
Peace Prize and the Oscar, etc.  Nonetheless, the Net (not to mention Freedom of Information Acts) were starting to make a lot of trouble - 
and so Dr. Pachauri went underground, so to speak.  Since everyone was sniffing the monies paid to him via IPCC, he sat up a different foun-
dation in New Delhi called Teri ("The Energy and Resources Institute").  From that point on, monies began pouring into it instead of 
IPCC.  (Needless to say, however, the money from both still ended up in Dr. Pachauri's control.)  The monies for Teri came from all over the 
world - but a huge part of them came from the British government.  How much?  Well, neither Dr. Pachauri nor the ministries would say.  So 
the Telegraph started investigating on its own.  Boy, was it a mess! 
 
The Telegraph managed to track down no less than "11 payments made by four separate government departments for projects involving Teri Europe, the 
London-based branch of Dr Pachauri's institute. We were struck by how reluctant the ministries often seemed to be to reveal how much they had paid under 
these contracts." 
 
Worse, Dr. Pachauri's Teri foundation had a nasty habit of listing the same income in different amounts.  For instance, a payment of £30,417 
on one set of books was then listed as only £5,800 in another.  And this didn't include an additional £400,000 for a report that was only 52 
pages.  The Telegraph had serious questions about all these funds.  Why, for instance, would the British government pay Teri £239,538 for a 
study of "Climate change impacts on Chinese agriculture" - or £230,895 for a "research programme on climate change impacts in India" or 
£57,500 on the "Brazilian proposal support group"?   
 
It gets worse.  The British taxpayers paid £200,000 for delegates from developing nations to attend a "Rio Earth Summit" conference in Johan-
nesburg, and another £120,000 for green activists to attend.  Better yet, they paid £10,000 for a "workshop on women as 'sacred custodians' of the 
Earth", to "explore the spiritual, religious and philosophical views concerning women and ecology and the policy implications of these belief systems".   

 

But the biggest whopper was £13,315,168 given by the British government to Teri which then transferred the money to the Hadley Centre in 
payment for its Climate Predictions Programme.  The Telegraph discovered that "the Hadley Centre alone has been handed £179 million." 

 

In typical British understatement, the Telegraph declared the "..ministries involved have not seemed exactly keen to help sort out all these mysteries and 
confusions. What does seem clear is that our Government doesn't really want us to know all the sums involved, who many of the recipients are or why most of 
these payments are being made in the first place."  Indeed, things are so suspicious about all of this funding that "Her Majesty's Revenue & Customs 
(listed on the) Money Laundering Regulations...26 "suspicious indications"... These range from "checking identity is proving difficult" or "reluctance to provide 
information requested" to "unnecessary routing of funds through third parties" and "transactions having no purpose" or "which seem to involve unnecessary 
complexity". 
 
As for Dr. Pachauri.  Well, since those pesky CRU emails exploded onto the Net exposing the 'climategate' scam, he's taken a low pro-
file.  He's scampered off to India - and he's not taking calls.  He is, however, still taking money.
