In the video Soldiers of Allah, as they describe themselves, are seen  
being trained in tactics of guerilla warfare such as camouflage and 
stealth, scaling mountains, subduing enemies, murdering guards, 
hijacking cars, kidnapping, weapons training (Skeikh Gilani is seen 
firing weapons and giving many of the instructions in Muslim War-
fare.)  ñAct like a friendéthen kill him just like in the book (The 
Qurôan)* 

You may remember Daniel Pearl, the Wall Street Journalist who 
was beheaded on his way to a meeting with Sheikh Gilani who had 
befriended him.  Richard Reed the attempted, but failed, ñshoe-
bomber was a disciple of Sheikh Gilani and a member of Muslims of 
America/Jamaat ul-Fuqra, as well as several convicted Muslims on 

charges ranging from drug running, frauds and scams, gun smuggling, fires, 
bombings (power station, Hari Chrisna Temple and other) assassinations 
and murder, as reported by The Regional Organized Crime Information 
Center ® and the U.S. Department of Justice, Special Report.

*For further reference on taking or rather not taking kafirs as friends or on deceiving 
kafirs as friends, read the Qurôan, Suras 1:5-7  3:10,  3:28, 3:85, 3:118, 5:51, 
5:80,7:44, 9:23, 53:29.  Many of these are Madian (written in Medina) which abro-
gates earlier Suras from Mohammadôs comparatively non-violent attempted conver-
sions period.   These Suras show an intolerant distinction between oneôs own iden-
tity group and those outside of it.  Moral comparison based on this distinction.  
Kafirs or unbelievers are described by Mohammad as ñthe vilest of animalsò, 
ñlosers.ò, ñdogsò and ñpigsò.

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Recently, I had the opportunity to hear Burton Folsom speak to a 
group of more than 300 college students at San Jose State University. 
In addition to presenting a strong case that the programs of Franklin 
Roosevelt provided a "raw deal," he proved to be an enthusiastic and 
inspiring speaker. Based on the many questions asked after his pres-
entation, it was apparent that by the end of the event that most stu-
dents were convinced that FDR's economic legacy left a damaged 
America. 

He started his economic journey in 1920 when the country elected 
Warren Harding as president as we were dealing with a 12% unem-
ployment rate. President Harding started to initiate a program of 
cutting tax rates and cutting federal spending. President Harding met 
with an untimely death just two years into his term. Vice-president 
Calvin Coolidge became President, and continued the policies 
started by Warren Harding. What followed was the Roaring 20's, and 
arguably the best of economic times in American history. 

Calvin Coolidge believed that high tax rates discourage private invest-
ment into the economy, which is exactly what is needed to stimulate 
the economy, provide jobs, and cut unemployment. The term "misery 
index" was not yet coined (unemployment rate plus inflation rate); 
but the administration of Calvin Coolidge had the lowest misery 
index of any administration in the 20th Century - 4.3%. The only 
other administrations in the 20th Century that had lower than a 
10% misery index were Ronald Reagan and Bill Clinton (both be-
tween 8-9%). 

What were the results from Harding and Coolidge cutting tax rates 
and cutting federal spending? In every year of the 1920's, there was a 
budget surplus. Imagine that. The 12% unemployment rate dropped 
to approximately 3%. It also provided an outbreak of entrepreneur-
ship. The following significant items were invented in the 1920's: 
refrigerators, radios, sliced bread, air conditioning, Scotch tape, and 
the zipper. General Motors passed Ford by offering a variety of types 
of cars. 

Then, Herbert Hoover was elected. The Hoover administration pro-
moted the Smoot-Hawley tariffs, which resulted in a trade war. Inter-
est rates went up, and the Hoover administration raised top income 
tax rates from 25% to 63%. He also encouraged large public spend-
ing. He responded exactly the opposite of Calvin Coolidge to the 
recession of the late 1920's.  

In 1932, Franklin Roosevelt was elected; and he immediately 
pumped in massive amounts of money to "stimulate" the economy. 
There were many regulatory acts passed early in the Roosevelt ad-
ministration. First came the National Recovery Act, where govern-
ment dictated to some of the largest 500 businesses in America to set 
prices. All prices went up. Businesses that tried to reduce prices in 
order to be competitive were fined or forced out of business by the 
government. 

The higher taxes implemented by Hoover, and the huge government 

new inventions. In 1935, the Supreme Court ruled that the National 
Recovery Act was unconstitutional. However, a great deal of damage 
was done to the economy, and a recession that started out no worse 
than the recession of 1920-21 became the Great Depression. 

 

Not deterred, Roosevelt promoted the Agricultural Adjustment Act, 
which paid farmers not to produce. Every farmer had to take 20-25% 
of his land out of productivity. Those who violated this edict were 
heavily fined. Later in the decade when food became scarce, the 
United States was importing bushels of wheat, corn and cotton. Af-
ter the AAA, the government implemented the Work Progress Ad-
ministration (WPA). The word "boondoggle" was defined by the 
WPA. Unemployment was 15% in 1936. 

Not only did FDR raise the top income tax bracket to 79%, but he 
also proposed to Congress raising it to 99.5%. This proposal did not 
get through Congress. In April of 1939, after more than eight years 
of the New Deal, the unemployment rate was 20.7%. Henry Morgen-
thau, a very close friend of Franklin Roosevelt, and his Treasury 
Secretary, testified before Congress with brutal honesty about the 
greatest experiment in Keynesian fiscal policy. He said, "We have 
tried spending money. We are spending more than we have ever 
spent before and it does not work. I want to see this country prosper-
ous. I want to see people get a job. I want to see people get enough to 
eat. We have never made good on our promise. I say after eight years 
of this administration we have just as much unemployment as when 
we startedé and an enormous debt to boot." 

While the Coolidge Administration had reduced the national debt 
from $24 Billion in 1920 to $18 Billion in 1928, between 1928 and 
1940, the national debt went to $40 Billion. Cynics have said that 
World War II ended the Great Depression; but Professor Folsom 
dismisses that theory. He indicated that the economy did not start to 
recover until Franklin Roosevelt died. 

The obvious comparison was to today's situation. In December, 
2008, the non-partisan Congressional Budget Office predicted that 
the economy would start to recover by June, 2009. If the stimulus 
package that President Obama and the Democrat Congress passed 
recently has the same effect as the government spending measures of 
Franklin Roosevelt, this 2008-09 recession could be significantly 
lengthened as it was in the 1930's. 

As an economic policy, the New deal was a dismal failure. However, 
as a political strategy, it proved very effective. As Yogi Berra once 
famously said, "It looks like déjà vu all over again."

I was very curious when President Obama held a óFiscal Responsibility Summitô less than a week after signing a budget busting 
Stimulus Bill. Obama asked summit participants to break up into groups and to report back in a few hours with recommenda-
tions. The groups submitted their inputs but the results of the recommendations would come a few days later. Expecting seri-
ous responses within this short time period made the process suspicious.  

  

The very next day the House of Representatives passed a $410 billion pork laden spending bill that contained 8878 
óearmarksô. Either Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi didnôt get the word about ófiscal responsibilityô or Obama was speaking 
with forked tongue. After reviewing the inputs from the previously mentioned óFiscal Responsibility Summitô, Obama submit-
ted his $3.55 trillion budget for fiscal year 2010. This was done under the guise of óA New Era Fiscal Responsibilityô. Obama 
had promised to reduce the deficit and eliminate óearmarksô. But neither of those things happened. Saying one thing and 
doing another is common with politicians but this is so blatant I wonder how long it will fool the people. Manipulating small 
groups of people has been common place, but now we are seeing manipulation on a nationwide scale. Where would someone 
learn the techniques for such mass manipulation?  

  

Knowing that Obama had spend considerable time as a ócommunity organizerô in the home town of Saul Alinsky, I was suspi-
cious that the Delphi / Alinsky techniques to manipulate groups of people were being used.

The RAND Corporation developed the Delphi Technique for the U.S. Department of Defense as a psychological warfare 
weapon in the 50s and 60s. Saul Alinsky, noted Leftist and spiritual mentor of the youthful Barack Obama, noted the advan-
tages of controlling the masses and adapted special techniques for teachers ï it was called the óAlinsky Methodô. Alinsky pro-
moted his methods in his 1971 book called óRules for Radicalsô. óRulesô has become the handbook for community organizers, 
change agents, and fellow travelers. 

  

 Bev Eakman wrote in óIn Educating for the New World Orderô that the advantage of the Delphi / Alinsky techniques was to 
preserve the illusion that there is community participation and agreement in the decision making process. Eakman pointed 
out that these techniques are used to manipulate groups of people to agree to something they oppose. This slight of hand 
technique is used by many government agencies to defuse opposition. As a result, the Delphi or Alinsky techniques have be-
come common when group óconsensusô is desired. 

  

Richard Poe wrote that the youthful Obama was ñtrained by Alinskyôs Industrial Areas Foundation,ò and that ñObama spent 
years teaching workshops on the Alinsky method.ò ñIn 1985 (Obama) began a four-year stint as a community organizer in 
Chicago, working for an Alinskyite group called the Developing Communities Project.ò ñLater, Obama worked with ACORN 
and its offshoot Project Vote, both creations of the Alinsky network.ò   

So it is apparent that Obama had more experience as a community organizer and the Alinsky techniques of manipulating the 
masses than he does as a politician. It is only natural for Obama to fall back on what he knows and is comfortable with when 
faced with monumental challenges. So it not unexpected that Obama would revert to using his community organizing skills 
when addressing national problems.

Senator Rick Santorum demonstrated his knowledge of Islam & warned a crowd of about 150-200 people in Kresge Auditorium about the deadly threat of the 
radical Shiite minority in Iran to the United States. His talk was titled "The Gathering Storm in the Age of Obama: Challenges and Opportunities." It was spon-
sored by the Stanford Review, Intercollegiate Studies Institute and the Ethics and Public Policy Institute. 

He began by contrasting the Bush administration's emphasis on the "War on Terror" in Afghanistan and Iraq with the newly-elected President Obama's de-
emphasizing the war in Iraq since the "surge" and its resounding success in the last year. It has faded to black as far as attention in the media and future funding. 
The domestic agenda is now front and center with a severe economic downturn taking place in just mere weeks after Barack Obama took office. He said he thinks 
the threat of Iran to America and Israel is the critical question of this generation. 

 Senator Santorum has been traveling the United States, speaking at colleges and universities to explain to students why he thinks the greatest problem we face is 
Islamic Jihad and a nuclear threat against Israel and America by Iran mainly, and the Shiite sect in particular. Though they are in the minority (less than 15%), 
with the Sunni sect at 85% in the Middle East, the Shiites are dedicated to implementing Shariah Law and dominating America's form of government and its 
culture. They are the ruling force in Iran. Islamists are dedicated to causing Armageddon because they believe it is a necessary event for the 12th Imam to return 
(after the 11th Imam died, there was to be no Imam unless Armageddon occurred and the cultured was purified).  

 He stated that he finds it ironic that the Left should be so stridently against the war in Iraq when they reach out in solidarity with the most gay-hating, woman-
hating and minority-hating force on earth and the "progressives" heap adulation upon regimes under which they would also be annihilated. Why do radical femi-
nists, who supposedly value women's rights, ignore the suffering of millions of women living under Islamic gender apartheid? At the same time they have relent-
lessly criticized President George W. Bush and the continuing war in Iraq as being illegal and the very cause of the Islamofascists' terrorism against the West.  

 Mr. Santorum was critical of George Bush's handling of the explanation of why we are at war and who the enemy is; what are the differences between the various 
Muslim sects in Iraq and Afghanistan. (The difference is in which decides who the 12th Imam, the Mahdi, will be. Shiites say Shi Ali, Mohammed's son; Sunnis 
say "Let the elders decide").  

 President Bush never called the enemy by name; he referred to the "terrorists" or the War on Terror, objectifying instead of clarifying and personalizing the en-
emy. Most Americans have been confused by the media and the Left about who the enemy is--are we fighting the Iraqis, who are a Ba'athist and Sunni culture, 
with Shiites fighting even the Iraqis, or are we fighting the Taliban in Afghanistan, or are we fighting Iran, which is mostly Shiite, and the more dangerous coun-
try because they are developing nuclear weapons? Instead of saying we are fighting the Islamist Wahabbists, the media call it "Asymmetrical warfare." 
 
We don't want to talk about the problem because we are too politically correct and don't want to offend. But, what is happening in Europe and even in the U.S. is 
a kind of "creeping Shariah." Archbishop of Canterbury, Rowan Williams says England must accept some of Islam's culture. It is interesting to note that Winston 
Churchill didn't mince words about the threat of Islam, which was called Mohammedism until recently. In his book The River War, he states that the cul-
ture has not been productive since the early days of Islam, that the entire focus is on waiting for the 12th Imam and bringing about Armageddon, that they war 
with each other and with their neighbors, and that there is no mass migration to that part of the world as there was to Europe and America.  

 President Obama appears to have no Middle East policy & has failed so far to ñeven fake an interest in foreign policyò. é Except that he has said he would meet 
with the Muslim leaders, including Ahmedinejad of Iran and Bashar al-Assad of Syria. In fact, in his first week in office he went on Al Arabiyah TV to apologize 
to Islam for approaching them with a clenched fist. 

Mr. Santorum took questions for 1/2 hour from the audience. Many were about how America should be more humble, about cultural convergence (secular and 
theocracy), about extreme examples of Muslims being attacked by Americans for being Jihadists, and morally equivalent questions about our extremism in denying 
marriage to homosexuals or in denying a woman the right to abort being equal to the Muslims denying women any kind of rights or freedom, which Santo-
rum called far-fetched and not a good analogy. He told the students he didn't feel we had anything to apologize for about our culture and form 
of government, though; he expressed concern about the Obama administration's lurch to the left and the recent seizing control of many private 
corporations in the current bailouts and plans for more nationalization and socialized medicine. 
 
There were some insightful questions that were supportive of Rick Santorum's philosophy of free enterprise and Capitalism. One student who 
grew up in Sudan was strongly critical of the Islamofascists' attack against the West and Israel. He went so far as to say  that the crusades were a 
positive action against the invading Muslims in the 12th and 13th century that drove them out of Spain and France.
