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IN DEFENSE OF LIBERTYð CONSERVATIVE GROUPA-PALOOZA 

Last Sunday, March 7, 2010 , the ótea partyô movement in the Bay Area took a huge leap forward as it 

held a convention (nicknamed the óGroupa Paloozaô) in the Mill Valley Community Center .  The purpose 

of the convention was to gather together all of the splinter groups of conservatives which heretofore had 

been operating independent of each other.  Though independent, the groups were united in their dismay at 

the corruption of the federal government, the rise of national debt and the attempts of the current admini-

stration to impose socialism on the American people by way of the Healthcare bill.  The purpose of the 

convention was to unite all of these groups together ï it succeeded beyond its wildest expectations.   Presi-

dent of The Conservative Forum of Silicon Valley,  Richard Geno, Dick Blanding, Ken Tompkins, Elly 

Varbanets, Bob Simmons, Harry Padilla, and other members of The Conservative Forum of Silicon Valley 

were in attendance. 

 The convention (organized and led by Sally Zelikovsky of the Bay Area Patriots group who acted as em-

cee), initially expected only 200 people to attend; to their astonishment and delight, twice that number 

signed up.  Even more astonishingly, another 200 people arrived on Sunday, many standing outside in 

long lines waiting for their turn to enter.  Some estimates put the total event attendance at 700.  Inside the 

convention, the people found tables set up by various conservative organizations with literature and infor-

mation.  In addition, the attendees were able to hear from representatives of Republican gubernatorial can-

didates such as Meg Whitman and Steve Poizner, plus representatives of Senatorial candidates Carly 

Fiorina and Chuck Devore.  Outspoken radio commentator, Brian Sussman, was also in attendance and 

spoke at length about his morning drive-time radio program.  Mr. Sussman was particularly enthusiastic 

about the huge crowd, declaring that it was a great triumph to have ñsuch a great congregation of conser-

vatives in one of the most liberal locales aroundò (the convention was in Marin County ).  

Energy was incredibly high amongst the attendees; all of them leaving with the realization that they had 

just participated in a huge leap forward of the grassroots movement.  The convention was clear proof that 

momentum is now building towards a common goal ï to toss the liberals and socialists of Congress over-

board in November in the same way our forefathers tossed boxes of tea into the Boston harbor.  Far from 

disappearing, last Sundayôs convention is a warning to Obama   and his Socialist comrades that the conser-

vatives of America, like John Paul Jones, have óonly begun to fight!ô. 
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We had another Standing Room Only crowd at The Conservative Forum meeting for March. Dolores Carr shared her accom-
plishments in her position of Santa Clara County District Attorney, and asked for support for her re-election campaign. That 
was followed by Tom Campbell who encouraged us to remember his fiscal responsibility when in the House of Representatives. 
In two of his terms in the House, he was voted the most fiscally responsible congressman. 

  

Our main speaker was Tom Tanton, who made a very informative and entertaining presentation that covered both global warm-
ing and Cap and Trade. He started by discussing AB32 in the state of California that will cost Californians over $140 billion 
over the next 10 years. He referred to Cap and Trade legislation as a "faux market." It is not a market-based system.  

  

Every meeting since last May has resulted in a packed house. That is good news. Our membership continues to grow, and that 
represents more good news. We have been having meetings at the American Legion Hall for almost five years, and it has proven 
to be a convenient location. In May, our guest speaker is Brian Sussman, and it is not likely that everyone in attendance will fit 
into the American Legion Hall. 

  

We have been studying the possibility of a new venue for several months with three primary criteria. First, we would like to find 
a place that could accommodate at least 500 people. Secondly, we would like to have the location be as close as possible to our 
current location. Thirdly, we need to watch the monthly cost.  

  

We have studied two dozen places in the general area - auditoriums, schools, libraries, senior centers, etc. Most of the places we 
have found have a cost of 5-7 times the cost of the American Legion Hall. Even at 5-7 times the cost, most locations offer only 
about a capacity of 400-450 people. Needless to say, we have looked all over the county, including Santa Clara, San Jose, Camp-
bell, Saratoga, and Mountain View.  

  

We have found a place that meets two of the three main criteria that provides many other benefits. The potential new location 
can accommodate up to 700 people. The cost is about twice our current cost, which is by far the most economical place we have 
seen. It has a substantially nicer ambience. It has more room for registration and exhibitors. We could also have a reasonably-
priced sit-down dinner for up to 500 people. It has its own high quality sound system. 

  

The potential new location is very centrally located near freeways in Mountain View. For those who come from south of our 
current location, based on taking a new driving direction, it will mean only a  5-minute longer drive. I did a "Yahoo Maps Driv-
ing Directions" to both locations from someone traveling from San Martin, Morgan Hill or Gilroy, and I discovered that it is 
exactly five (5) minutes further. I did the same from Lawrence Expressway in Santa Clara, and discovered the Mountain View 
location is only two (2) minutes further away. Needless to say, for those north of our current location, it will represent 
shorter travel time than the American Legion Hall.   

  

After I made this announcement at our March meeting, several people gave us other leads, and we have pursued all of them. 
None worked out nearly as nicely as the location in Mountain View. If you have any specific locations that will hold 500-700 
people on a monthly basis for under $500 per month, please advise me immediately. We definitely need to have something to 
announce at our April meeting for our May meeting.

There has been much discussion recently about U.S. Senate candidate Tom Campbellôs views on the Middle East. While I recognize the interest from political 

insiders about what this means in terms of the horserace for the U.S. Senate seat, far more concerning to all Californians ï and especially to veterans ï should 

be Tom Campbellôs relationship with individuals who have known ties to terrorist organizations. 

Members of the United States Senate are deeply engaged in many facets of our nationôs security. From military appropriations to overseeing the intelligence 

community, our representatives in Washington make critical decisions about the safety of our nation each and every day. 

We cannot afford to have a question mark ï much less someone who has the support of individuals with terrorist ties ï defending our national security as a 

member of the U.S. Senate. Doing so would be devastating to the stability of the Middle East and in turn the security of the United States. 

Tom Campbell has stated publicly on many occasions that he has a relationship with Sami Al-Arian ï an individual with known ties to the Islamic 

Jihad who pled guilty to conspiring with a terrorist organization as early as the late 1980s. Al-Arian donated to Campbellôs 2000 campaign in an ef-

fort to buy influence in Washington to repeal provisions of the 1996 Anti-Terrorism And Effective Death Penalty Act. 

In fact, the relationship Campbell developed with Al-Arian was so strong that Campbell intervened in a legal matter on behalf of Al-Arianôs family in 

2000. Later, when Al-Arian was being fired by the University of South Florida as a result of his inflammatory comments and questionable connec-

tions, Campbell wrote a letter on his behalf protesting the universityôs action ï despite charges that Al-Arian was aiding and abetting terrorists. 

Another $1,000 donor to Campbellôs 2000 U.S. Senate campaign was American Muslim Council member Abdurahman Alamoudi. After Alamoudi spoke out 

in support of terrorist organizations, Campbell refused to return the money, saying that he felt comfortable with Alamoudiôs position. In contrast, George W. 

Bush and Hillary Clinton returned contributions they had received from Alamoudi and related parties. 

In 2003, Alamoudi was caught carrying $340,000 in cash through an airport. When searched, authorities found that his electronic organizer held the names of 

six people who had been linked to al-Qaida financing. Alamoudi was brought to trial and pled guilty to immigration fraud and illegal business dealings with 

Libya. He also confessed to playing a part in an unsuccessful assassination plot on Saudi Arabian Crown Prince Abdullah. The plotters had hoped to destabilize 

Saudi Arabia with the princeôs death. And in 2005, authorities discovered that Alamoudi had also helped raise money for al-Qaida in the United States. 

The list goes on. On February 13, 2000, Muthanna Al-Hanooti of the Council on American-Islamic Relations (CAIR) contributed $2,000 to Campbellôs Senate 

campaign. Eight years later, Al-Hanooti was arrested for spying on the U.S. Congress for Saddam Hussein. Hanooti had even attempted to broker a secret deal 

with members of Congress to stop the war in Iraq from happening. 

Nehad Awad, the current executive director of CAIR, contributed $2,000 dollars to Campbellôs Senate campaign in 2000. Awad and his group have been criti-

cized for supporting both Hamas and other radical violence by Muslim extremists. 

One thing is clear: Campbellôs relationship with Sami Al-Arian was not an isolated one. Given Campbellôs recorded ties to other such extremists, Californians 

can only wonder if Al-Arian, Alamoudi, Al-Hanooti and Awad represent only the tip of the iceberg. 

Although he has ardently defended himself on these issues, Tom Campbell has not denounced these individuals or his relationship with them. Fur-

thermore, his explanations have been inconsistent and leave the door open to further question. 

Californians are rightfully concerned about what this means not only for Campbellôs integrity as a candidate, but also his judgment and his willingness to de-

fend our countryôs national security as a member of the United States Senate. 

These are questions that veterans, Californians and all Americans deserve to have answered before heading to the ballot box on Election Day.
