A  CONGRESSIONAL  PROCLAMATION 

Following the Revolutionary War, the Continental Congress recognized the need to give thanks for deliver-

ing the country from war and into independence.  Congress issued a proclamation on October 11, 1782. 

 

By the United States in Congress assembled.    PROCLAMATION.  

IT being the indispensable duty of all Nations, not only to offer up their supplications to ALMIGHTY 

GOD, the giver of all good, for his gracious assistance in a time of distress, but also in a solemn and 

public manner to give him praise for his goodness in general, and especially for great and signal      

interpositions of his providence in their behalf: Therefore the United States in Congress assembled, tak-

ing into their consideration the many instances of divine goodness to these States, in the course of the 

important conflict in which they have been so long engaged; the present happy and promising state of 

public affairs; and the events of the war, in the course of the year now drawing to a close; particularly 

the    harmony of the public Councils, which is so necessary to the success of the public cause; the per-

fect union and good understanding which has hitherto subsisted between them and their Allies,   notwith-

standing the artful and unwearied attempts of the common enemy to divide them; the success of the arms 

of the United States, and those of their Allies, and the acknowledgment of their independence by another   

European power, whose friendship and commerce must be of great and lasting advantage to these 

States: 

Do hereby recommend to the inhabitants of these States in general, to observe, and request the several 

States to interpose their authority in appointing and commanding the observation of THURSDAY the 

twenty-eight day of NOVEMBER next, as a day of solemn THANKSGIVING to GOD for all his mercies: 

and they do further recommend to all ranks, to testify to their gratitude to GOD for his goodness, by a 

cheerful obedience of his laws, and by promoting, each in his station, and by his influence, the practice 

of true and undefiled religion, which is the great foundation of public prosperity and national happiness.  

 

 

Done in Congress, at Philadelphia, the eleventh day of October, in the year of our LORD one thousand 

seven hundred and eighty-two, and of our Sovereignty and Independence, the seventh.

Are You Ready To Redistribute Your Wealth?    by Jack Ward

entitled ―Islamic Finance 101.‖   The forum was aimed at educating ―staff from U.S. banking regulatory agencies, Congress, Department of 

Treasury, and other parts of the Executive Branch.‖  According to the Treasury document, http://www.saneworks.us/uploads/news/

applications/7.pdf the purpose of this forum is ―…to help inform the policy community about Islamic financial services, which are an in-

creasingly important part of the global financial industry.‖  

SPEAKERS INCLUDED Assistant Treasury Secretary Neel Kashkari. If that name sounds familiar it‘s because he is the person Treasury 

Secretary Henry Paulson designated to manage the government purchase of distressed assets called for in the $700 billion ―bailout plan.‖; 

Talal DeLorenzo.- one of the half dozen most important Shariah advisors. He is a product of the radical jihadist madrassa Jamia Uloom Isla-

mia in Karachi. Among his many prior positions is the Director of Education at the Islamic Saudi Academy. If that name sounds familiar it‘s 

because that academy was the focus of a U.S. Commission on International Religious Freedom Report earlier this year. That report docu-

mented material in the academy‘s textbooks that, among other things, called for the killing of ―apostates‖ from Islam and approved of the 

killing of ―polytheists.‖     The Islamic Saudi Academy is also known for one of its more famous alumni, Ahmad Omar Abu Ali, who was 

convicted on charges of terrorism and attempting to assassinate President Bush.; and Rushdi Siddiqui. founder and ‗global director‘ of the 

Dow Jones Islamic Market Index Group. 
 

So what is Shariah Banking you ask?   Shariah banking was created by radicals like Sheik Qaradawi, a terrorist who today is banned 

from entering the United States and Great Britain. Who today leads international Islamic Finance agencies. How does he describe Shariah 

Finance? "I like to call it Jihad with money, because God has ordered us to fight enemies with our lives and our money."  

On Saturday, October 8th, in Washington, D.C., Frank Gaffney and the Center for Security Policy, came together with a growing coalition to 

oppose the U.S. Treasury's submission to Shariah in the form of cheerleading  SCF.  Representative speakers for the coalition at the press 

conference held at the National Press Club gathered to begin contesting seriously a seditious program that authoritative Islam describes as 

Shariah. ―We have come together to call attention to and to counter the insinuation of Shariah into our society and those of other freedom 

loving people through various means, both stealthy and nonviolent and through the use or threat of the use of force." 

Frank Gaffney described the efforts to expand SCF as a threat "aimed at the very heart of the American economy." He noted as efforts to 

combat Shariah have gained ground that the proponents of Shariah have renamed Shariah-Compliant Finance as "Islamic finance," "ethical 

finance," or "structured finance‖. 

Robert Spencer told the press  that there has been a history of those who have sought to integrate Shariah into America's political policies. He 

provided the example of Harvard University's Noah Feldman as "one of the leading proponents of Shariah finance and of the spread of 

Shariah norms in framing of the Iraqi constitution as well as the spread of the idea of the acceptability of Shariah in the west.  Mr. Spencer 

pointed out "the accommodation to the norms of Islamic law that goes under the name of Shariah cannot be separated from the accommoda-

tion of Islamic law in general. Shariah financial provisions are not in any sense within Islam juridically or in any other sense separate from or 

separable from the larger aggregate of Islamic laws." Shariah institutionalizes discrimination against women and non-Muslims.  It denies the 

right of the human person to make the choice to hear to what he has come to believe in good conscience is the truth. It muzzles its own critics 

and the critics of the Islamic religion and even forbids dispassionate analysis of how Islamic texts and teachings are being used by Islamic 

Jihadists to justify violence and Islamic supremacism, and to gain recruits for violent and supremacist Islamic groups."

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Media Bias, The Economic Meltdown, Fundraising     by Richard Geno 

The celebrations at Berkeley and around the country on Tuesday night reminded me of scenes from the classic movie, "Dr. Zhivago." From everything I have 

observed and read over the past year, it begins to look more and more like we have elected a smooth-talking, amiable Bolshevik. The Bolsheviks were defined 

as the Marxist Social Democratic Labour Party. That seems to include each of the factions who contributed to Barack Obama's election last Tuesday. 

Needless to say, labor unions were very influential, especially in the industrial Midwestern states of Michigan, Indiana, Ohio and Pennsylvania. Today's De-

mocratic Party is no more democratic than were the Bolsheviks of 1917. The "Social" part of this title seems a little bit superfluous. The Marxist Democratic 

Labour Party sufficiently identifies both the Bolsheviks and today's majority party. As evidence of President-elect Obama's Marxist ties, should one reference 

his associations (Frank Marshall Davis, William Ayers, Jeremiah Wright), his words ("spread the wealth around," "economic justice," "wealth redistribution") 

or his past actions (the most left-wing voting record in the United States Senate)? 

Okay, enough already. This has all been discussed. The race is over. Barack Obama won. Not enough people cared about his background, associations or past 

actions. The question for conservatives is "How did this happen?" How did it come to pass that the voters of the United States of America elected the most far 

left candidate from one of the major political parties to ever run for the presidency?  

Let's examine the primary reasons:  

1. Media Bias. At no time have the media more promoted a candidate for president as they did Barack Obama. It began over four years ago before he was even 

a United States Senator. The media idolatry grew after he spoke to the Democrat National Convention in August, 2004. He still had not even been elected to 

the United States Senate. It continued against the beloved Clinton Dynasty. Even Saturday Night Live parodied the media's favoritism toward Obama during 

the primary season against Hillary Clinton. It continued into the Fall both in Obama's favor and against Senator John McCain and Governor Sarah Palin. The 

mainstream media's support for Obama was blatant and unapologetic. 

2. Three-to-One financial advantage of Obama over McCain. This extreme advantage came from three sources: (i) From enthusiastic Democrat big busi-

ness and individual Obama supporters; (ii) From wealthy Socialist-Americans like George Soros; and (iii) From foreign donations. It is not so much that the 

category (iii) supporters will expect or even get a quid pro quo for their contributions; but that substantial edge in money enabled the candidate to purchase 

valuable television time, and have a substantially stronger get-out-the-vote effort. Not to mention, foreign donations are illegal. In this particular election, a 

strong case could be made that this area alone elected Obama. 

3. The Economy. Going into September, the economy was slowing down; but the country was still coming off the longest period of sustained growth in many 

decades. The timing of the subprime mortgage crisis, and the resulting stock market crash was devastating to the McCain campaign. With all of the Democrat 

ties to Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac, a strong case could be made that the subprime mortgage crisis emanated from the left side of the political spectrum; but 

the Republican candidate made no effort to make that point. Moreover, this same Republican candidate flew back to Washington, and jumped in with both feet 

to support the corporate welfare bailout that ensued. 

4. The candidates. President-elect Obama was perceived by many to be an attractive, extremely articulate, high energy candidate. Senator John McCain was 

perceived by the middle-of-the-road voter as being old, stiff, and not particularly articulate. Senator Obama was quick to answer every accusation not only 

made by his opponent, but also made by popular conservative media personalities like Sean Hannity. Senator McCain was extremely hesitant to capitalize on 

the most vulnerable areas of Senator Obama until it was too late. The person with the best personality has won the presidential election in each of the past eight 

presidential campaigns. 

5. Being in the same party as President Bush, and being a Republican. Thanks to a relentless effort by the media and the Democrat Party for the past six 

years, President Bush's approval rating has stabilized around 30% for the past few years. As the economy started to wobble, the Party in power - in this case, 

the Republican Party - took the brunt of the blame. Those who provide a truly objective  perspective could tell you that the economy had done exceptionally 

well during most of the Bush presidency, and that free market systems experience cycles. However, that is not the way the media and the unchallenged argu-

ments of the Democrats communicated  it. 

The Conservative Forum of Silicon Valley 
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Perceiving President Bush as being "damaged goods," Senator McCain could only offer the same criticism of the economy that the Democrats were offering. 

6. The lack of emphasis on the war in Iraq, the war to save the western world and foreign affairs in general. Two years ago, when Senator Obama was proud 

to be the only candidate who opposed the Iraqi war from the beginning, who would have thought Iraq might be an issue that could favor the Republican candi-

date? On top of that, this is one area that Senator McCain had a natural advantage based on his vast experience. Yet, as the Surge succeeded, the media and 

Senator Obama directed the discussion away from foreign affairs, and Iraq in particular. 

Is this just a litany of post-mortem whining? To the contrary, my reaction to these reasons is "so what?" The bottom line is that on January 20, 2009, there will 

be an inauguration for Barack Obama, the Democrat candidate. The same party will have an 81-vote majority in the House, and close to a filibuster-proof 

United States Senate. 

Where do conservatives go from here? What can be done to regain the presidency and the congress? Let's examine each of the aforementioned six 

areas: 

The media has been "in the tank" for the Democrat Party for more than fifty years. As a matter of fact, with the relatively recent addition of Fox News and the 

expanding popularity of conservative talk radio, the overall media probably is more balanced than it has been in years. However, the primary mainstream me-

dia - the New York Times, Associated Press, Washington Post, the Los Angeles Times, NBC, CBS, ABC, CNN, and Time Magazine - were not only more 

consistently supportive of Obama, but they shielded him from potentially mortal attacks. 

This media disparity must be confronted in both the long and short term. There needs to be more young men and women who support the ideals of liberty and 

freedom going into journalism. There are scores of institutions supporting young conservatives going into the news field; we need to support those organiza-

tions. That effort is going to take many years, perhaps decades; but it can change things in the long run. In the short run, it is incumbent for politicians to take 

on the media. Brent Bozell of the Media Research Center can provide the evidence that the 2008 election cycle was reported overwhelmingly unfairly and 

unbalanced. This must be communicated other than on Fox News and on conservative talk radio. 

There needs to be a thorough investigation into the potential of $60-100 million that came into the Obama campaign from foreign donations. It will not change 

the election results; but it needs to be exposed. Republican senators and congress people must speak up courageously and persistently on this topic. The illegal 

contributions must come to an end. As far as the huge advantage Obama had over McCain without foreign contributions, that is based on the fact that the Re-

publicans nominated a poor candidate. The left was excited about Obama, and conservatives were at best lukewarm for McCain.  

Furthermore, we must stop chewing each other up during the primaries. We need to bring back Ronald Reagan's 11th Commandment - "Thou shall not speak 

ill of any fellow Republican."

The great Ronald Reagan said, "Whatever else history may say about me when I am gone, I hope it will record that I appealed to your best hopes, 

not your worst fears; to your confidence rather than your doubts." Throughout the past year, not a single alleged conservative candidate created 

the images of a shining city on the hill, or prominently mention the reasons that we celebrate the greatness that is America. 

Conservatives must discontinue with the whining about media bias and financial imbalances, and take charge of their own destiny. We must 

stand up for ourselves; all of the ideas that have made America great are on our side. We must stop trying to pacify the left and the media. What 

did all of the efforts President Bush made with Senator Kennedy back in 2001 get him? Absolutely nothing but abuse and disdain. President Bush 

approached Senator Kennedy on both a personal level (inviting him to the White House for a preview of a new movie about President John Ken-

nedy) and on a policy level (No Student Left Behind legislation); and it got him nothing but abuse for his efforts. 

We can learn how to best function by studying the efforts that MoveOn.org has made over the past eight years. They did not kow tow to the 

middle, or "cross the aisle" when they lost; they just tried harder. Our principles of liberty and freedom and free markets are worth fighting for. 

Let‘s get some attractive, articulate candidates for the presidency and the senate, and go to work.

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Sarah Palin, as compared to Joe Biden. She commented 

that in comparison to real professions, which, for example, 

produce doctors and lawyers (of which she is one), journal-

ists take no certifying exams, receive no board credentials, 

and need only announce that they are ―journalists,‖ to be 

recognized as such. That‘s a pathetically low standard. 

This no doubt accounts for the level of mediocrity in the 

overall field. 

 

Although Bowman very successfully proves that there is 

no such thing as objectivity in media coverage and that the 

media cling to the notion of objectivity as one of their 

prime tenets because they are delusional, I proffer that  

objectivity is not necessary, primarily because it‘s not   

possible. Human observation is influenced by the          

observer‘s worldview, and that worldview is ultimately 

biased one way or the other. Bowman makes the telling 

point that in a world where it is ever more difficult to know 

whom to trust, people are much more ready to trust those 

who share their prejudices and worldviews. Thus the  

popularity of blogs and talk radio. So, why would anyone 

seek objectivity in news and events reporting? 

 

The views that creators of media outlets espouse should be 

transparently delivered with the express goal of capturing 

the audience that agrees with them. That is essentially what 

is being done. The travesty is that the media in general are 

still touting ridiculous slogans such as ―fair and balanced‖ 

and ―unbiased.‖ The New York Times is rabidly left-

winged; Human Events is decidedly right-winged (which is 

why I read it and not the New York Times). Newsweek is 

rabidly left and National Review is decidedly right (which 

is why I read it and not Newsweek). It would certainly help 

the discourse if everybody stopped pretending and billed 

themselves as what they are—either for this or the other 

side—and be done with it. 

If anybody has any doubts about the worthless character 

of the American media, that person is living in an alter-

nate universe. After their shameless coronation of Barack 

Obama, there should be a move afoot to rid the nation of 

this scourge. 

 

My preference would be to work seriously on a repeal of 

that section of the First Amendment of the U.S. Constitu-

tion reading ―Congress shall make no law…abridging the 

freedom…of the press…‖ Why should we allow those 

among the least honest of the country‘s inhabitants to 

have control over what and who we hear and when we 

hear it? Why do Americans allow themselves to be at the 

mercy of people with the principles of used-car salesmen 

and the intellect of bimbos? I‘m genuinely puzzled by this 

phenomenon. 

 

The author James Bowman thinks it more prudent to    

expose that segment of the populace for what it truly is: a 

bunch of psychotics whose symptoms include extreme 

paranoia, illusions of objectivity, and a serious withdrawal 

from reality. 

 

Bowman is currently a resident scholar at the Ethics and 

Public Policy Center, and his little book Media Madness 

reveals in no uncertain terms the media‘s role in willfully 

corrupting our political culture. In it, he discusses the twin 

illusions of media ―objectivity‖ and ―professionalism.‖ 

Journalism is not a profession, but media types like to 

think of it that way. It gives them undeserved prestige. 

 

Greta Van Susteren recently made an interesting point in 

her FOX News show ―On the Record,‖ after becoming 

completely frustrated at the vicious media treatment of 
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Memories of the Great Depression  by Keith De Filippis 

 

As a child of the Great Depression I have memories 

of failed government programs to reignite the econ-

omy.  To put things in proper perspective we need 

to look at the cause of the depression.  There were 

warning signs then as now.
