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Dear Members and Friends of The
Conservative Forum,

It was five years ago that a few of us received
an invitation from Townhall.com to be part of
a conservative meetup group. Twenty of us met
at a restaurant in Almaden Valley for 90 min-
utes to discuss the politics of the day. Since that
night, we have had three major transitions. We
went from an informal group of conservatives
who were just happy to know that there were
19 other conservatives in Santa Clara County to
a 20-25 person discussion group.

Our second major step was when we first in-
vited an outside speaker to discuss political
ideas. We witnessed our attendance jump to 30-
40 attendees with early speakers like Dennis
Hollars discussing global warming, Lydia Or-
tega, chair of the Economics Department of San
Jose State University, and Brad Dacus of the
Pacific Justice Institute. With speakers like
Debra Saunders of the San Francisco Chronicle
and Don Irvine of Accuracy In Media, our av-
erage attendance grew to 50-60 attendees.

Our next major growth step came when we
started inviting big name speakers three times
per year. It was just two years ago when we
invited Star Parker who entertained over 200
attendees. Since then, we have regularly had
between 150-250 attendees at our big events
with speakers such as Aryeh Green, Ward Con-
nerly, David Horowitz, John Lott and Daniel
Pipes.

Next month, we are taking another ambitious
step whereby we expect to attract 600-700 at-
tendees. There is an interesting link between
our first two meetings and our Special Event
for November, 2008. The topic will be Global
Warming, which was our very first topic; and

our event will be done in conjunction with
San Jose State, the campus where Lydia Or-
tega, our second Conservative Forum
speaker, heads up the free market Economics
Department.

We have been told by the media for the past
decade that man-made global warming is
"settled scientific fact." We have observed
Al Gore use propaganda to win both an
Academy Award Oscar and the Nobel Peace
Prize. Doubters were linked with those who
believe the earth is flat. The media and Al
Gore have persisted in providing images of
rising tides and natural global havoc. In re-
cent years, thousands of scientists have raised
many questions about the assumptions made
by the alarmists. The media has continued to
tell us that the debate is over; we must now
work on solutions. Some of those solutions
are going to cost hundreds of billions of dol-
lars.

Liberalism Gone Mad by Richard Geno |
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We have witnessed a plethora of liberal experiments perpetrated on the
American public over the past 75 years. The first batch of "New Deal" gov-
ernment efforts lengthened the Great Depression by more than a half dozen
years. During the "Great Society" of Lyndon Baines Johnson, we were given a
large dose of welfare, which resulted in increased poverty in the communities

it was intended to help.

Later, the social engineers from the left gave us affirmative action, which was
180 degrees opposite from Martin Luther King's dream of having people
measured on the content of their character rather than the color of their skin.
In addition to being discriminatory, affirmative action creates doubts of the

actual accomplishments of minorities.

Just in the past few weeks, every American has become intimately familiar
with the subprime mortgage meltdown, and the roller-coaster ride of the stock
market. Senator Barack Obama and Speaker Nancy Pelosi indicate that this is
the culmination of eight years of President George W. Bush's economic poli-

cies.

Let's take a close look at the past thirty years as it relates to the subprime
mortgage program. In 19977, President Jimmy Carter signed into law the
Community Reinvestment Act (CRA) passed by the Democrat-controlled
Congress. This law required that depository institutions to help meet the credit
needs of the communities in which they operate, including low and moderate
income neighborhoods. The law instructed lending institutions to provide
money as mortgages and commercial loans to underserved communities of
mostly low income African-Americans and underprivileged minorities with a

poor credit history.

The two government-sponsored lending institutions - Fannie Mae and Freddie
Mac - aggressively pushed sub-prime mortgages to high risk borrowers, and
then covered the questionable mortgages by access to government-backed
credit legislatively available from the U.S. Treasury. The very reasoning
behind the CRA was to make housing affordable for that segment of the

American population that could not meet tests of the financial industry.

Under President Clinton, the entire federal government put massive pressure
on banks to grant more mortgages to the poor and minorities. President Clin-
ton's Secretary of Housing and Urban Development, Andrew Cuomo, investi-
gated Fannie Mae for racial discrimination and proposed that 50% of Fannie
Mae's and Freddie Mac's portfolio be made up of loans to low- to middle-
income borrowers by the year 2001. In 1995, amendments to the CRA in-
creased lending for home purchases, and bad loans piled up while a frenzy of

buying led to a real estate bubble.

In 1999, liberals were bragging about extending affirmative action to the
financial sector. For President Bush's part, he tried to reign this in in 2003, but
was vigorously opposed by Congressman Barney Frank and Senator Chris
Dodd and the Black Caucus and many others. President Bill Clinton recently

confirmed this.

In 2005, Senator John McCain pushed for reform oversight of Fannie Mae

and Freddie Mac. During the hearings in the House of Representatives late in

2004, the Democrats were belligerent towards those who tried to warn Con-

gress of pending problems. the 8-1/2 minutes of testi-

mony of Congresswoman Maxine Waters, and Congressmen Gregory Meeks,
Lacy Clay and Barney Frank. Representative Arthur Davis, who also testified

that day, has recently confirmed that he was in error four years ago.

Today, there are three former Fannie Mae leaders who are now Senator
Barack Obama's advisors. Franklin Raines was Chairman and CEO at Fannie
Mae who left with a golden parachute valued at $240 million in benefits. Mr.
Raines currently works for the Obama campaign as Chief Economic Advisor.
Tim Howard was the Chief Financial Officer of Fannie Mae who resigned
under pressure in late 2004. Mr. Howard's golden parachute was estimated at
$20 million; and he now serves as Senator Obama's Chief Economic Advisor.
Jim Johnson, former executive at Lehman Brothers, was also forced to leave
his position as CEO at Fannie Mae. His golden parachute was estimated at
$28 million. Mr. Johnson was hired as a senior Obama finance advisor; and he
was selected by Senator Obama to run his Vice-Presidential Search Commit-

tee.

Despite only having been in the US Senate three years, during the ten-year
period ending in 2007, Senator Barack Obama was the second leading recipi-
ent of campaign contributions from Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac. Over his
entire adult life, Senator Obama has had close ties with radical communists,
socialists and anti-Americans. Therefore, it is no surprise that he would heed

the words of Vladimir

I. Lenin, who reshaped Russia and transformed communism into a potent
global force, who said, "Deepen, exacerbate existing problems; ... and, in the
